The very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, while others cut branches from
the trees and strewed them on the road.The crowds preceding him and those following kept crying out and saying: “Ho-
sanna to the Son of David; blessed is the he who comes in the name of the Lord; hosanna in the highest.”
